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Touring record stores is a fantastic way to see a city, the journey
between the shops often ferreting out locales you wouldn’t ordinarily find.

GBD & INNER EAST

We start smack bang in the middle of
Sydney’s CBD at Town Hall. Right behind
the Queen Victoria Building you'll find Red
Eye Records. From here you can have two
options. Head North to Birdland, Mojo and
Marlowe’s Way, the last two of which can also
serve you a refreshing beverage and which
leaves you in the vicinity of Darling Harbour
and Gircular Quay, or saunter South to Utopia
Records and Lawson’s Records. Here you
will find China, Korea and Thaina-towns,
where you can feast mightily for not much
coin. A short jaunt up the hill to the Record
Store, Darlinghurst gets you to Crown Street
and miles of independent retail, small bars
and great eats in almost every direction.
East Sydney is Sydney’s Left Bank:
independent & individualist. North past the
National Art School you will find Listen Up
Records and its neighbouring bars and
restaurants or South will take you to Title
Music in the heart of Surry Hills.

NEWTOWN & INNER WEST

Visit the true Bohemian heart of Sydney
otherwise known as the Inner West.

Starting at the end of Newtown'’s famed King
Street you will meander through antique,
fashion and strange retail shops. Guaranteed
you will never see a corporate logo on this
vibrant strip. As you make your way into
Newtown a sharp right turn will take you into
Erskineville, some say a suburb time forgot.
A great place to stop and have a beer in one
of the many pubs on the main street. Heading
back to king street you will get city glimpses
as you approach the university. Cut through
the park and opposite is the suburb of Glebe.
Glebe Point Road is a great place to ease the
hunger, with literally 50 restaurants to choose
from, your tastebuds will thank you for making
a stop. Heading West along Parramatta Road
the grittiness of the city will become apparent.
Look out for graffiti, because it's actively
encouraged by local councils in this area.
Once your tour is finished it's just a short bus
ride back to Central Railway.
